Ve are pleased to submit herewith our interpretation of the
Laws of Missouri 1933, Section 1, p:uge 415, in compliance with
your request,

The section hereinabove referred to provides as follows:

"A11l fees, funds and m neys from whatsoever
source received by any d epartment, board,
bureau, commission, institution, official or
agency of the state government by virtue of

any law or rule or regulation made in accordance
with any law, shall, by the official suthorized
to receive same, and at stated intervals, be
placed in the state treasury to the credit of
the particular purpose or ifund for which
collected, and shall be subject to appropriation
by the General Assembly for the particular pur=-
pose or fund for which collected during the
biennium in which collected and appropriated.
The unexpended balance remaining in all such
funds except such unexpended balance as may
remain in any fund amthorized, collected and
expended by virtue of the provisions of the
Constitution of this State, shall at the end

of the biennium and after all warrants on s ame
have been discharged and the appropriation thereof
has lapsed, be transferred and placed to the
credit of the ordinary revenue fund of the state
by the state treasurer, Any official or other
person who shall wil)}fully fail to comply with
any of the provisions of this section, and an
person who shell willfully violate any provision
hereof, shall be deemed gullty of a misdemeanor;
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provided, that in the case of state educational
institutions there 1s excepted herefrom, gifts

or trust funds from whatever source; appro=-
priations, gifts or grants from the Federal
Govermment, private organizations and individualsj;
funds for or from student activities, farm or
housing activities, and other funds from which
the whole or some part thereof may be liable to
be repald to the person contributing the same,
and hospital fees; all of which excepted funds
shall be reported in detall quarterly to the
Governor and biennially to the General Assembly,"

The biennium of 1935-1936 having ended, and assuming all
warrants on same have been discharged, the unexpended balance remaine-
ing in the following funds should in our opinion be transferred and
placed to the credit of the ordinary revenue fund of the State by the
State Treasurer:

The Capitol Build Tax Fund was created as a sinking fund,
provided by a tax on taxable property in the state, the receipts
to be used in the payment of capitol building bonds and the interest
accruing thereon until the same are paid and cancelled. All of said
bonds and interest we understand have been pald and cancelled and
there has been no tax levy since 1924, FReceipts of said fund are
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from collections of dolinqﬁsnt capitol bullding tax,

Laws of Missouri 1917, Section 7, page 425, provides as
follows:

"There is hereby created a fund to be known as
the capitol decoration fund, which shall consist
of all moneys that shall accrue in the capitol
tax fund each year in excess of the legal
obligations againat sald capitol tax fund for
such year until and including all moneys that
shall accrue to and remain in the capitol tax
fund after all the capitol building bonds and
interest thereon shall have been pald, 4And said
sums are hereby appropriated for the purpose of
carrying into effect the provisions of this act,”

The capitol decoration fund is no longer in existence, the
purposes for which the fund was created having been fulfilled, Ve
are therefore of the opinion that the remaining funds in the Capitol
Building Tax Fund should be transferred to the ordinary revenue
fund,
