Ve see notiing objectionable in this
form of advertising since every person wno purchases $19.856
of merchandlise in the store 1s to recelive one of these
wool blankets. This in some ways may be comparable to
a penny sale or eagle stamps proposition, and at best
merely constitutes a fixed diseount on the purchase of
$19.85 or more.

It 1s therefore the opinion of this office that such
advertising 1s not in violation of any statute of this
state pertaining to false advertising.
