·~e have your r equest of February lOth f or an opini on a s to 
whether or not truck driver s engagiil[, in the pr actice of carrying a 
gun on the f loor or seat of a truck i s a violation of any state l aw. 

You will f i nd t h is exact question ans \rered and passed upon 
i n s t at e vs . Renard , 27 3 s.w. 1058, where in t he de f endant was 
arres t ed wh i l e d.riviilb an automobi le on Ol ive St reet i 11 St . Louis 
and was f ound to have a loaded revolver on t he f l oor of the car 
at defendant's feet . The night was dark and the revolv~r coul d 
not be seen . The Court held , 1 . c. 1058 : 

"Thi s was a concealment wi thin the meaning 
of t he sta tute . State vs . Conley, 280 Mo . 
21, 25, 217 s .w. 29." . 

CONCLUSI ON 

It i s therefore t he opi nion of thi s o _·f i ce t hat the car r ying 
of a revolver by a truck ' driver about the cab of his true!{ a t niJht, 
1n the dark, is a violati on of Section 4029 R. s . Uo . 1929 , proh i bit ing 
the car rying of concea led weapons .
