jection 2a of House Pill No. 867, passed by the 63rd Gen-
eral Assembly, provides as follows: . :

1Tn all counties of the t'ird class in which
there is 2 court of common pleas having ex-
clusive, original jurisdiction in both civil
and criminal ccoscs in certain townships, and
I which county tlere ave two court houses in
which there sre certain county offices, the
county clerk in such county shall receive a
further sum of 500,00 in addition to the
srlary snd remunerstions provided in Gections
1, 2 and 4 of this ect." (imphasis ours.)
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The provision "end in which county there are two court
houses, " etc., obwvlously refers only to counties of the third
class in which there is a court of coummon pleas hioving exclu=-
sive,original jurisdiction in hoth c¢ivil and criminal cases
in certain townships. '

There is no provision in the Constitution or laws of Mis-
souri for a court of common pleas having exclusive, original
Jurisdiction in both civil and criminal cases in certain town-
ships in Lewis County, Missouri. .

Therefore, the provisions of fHection 2a of House Bill HNo,
267 are not to be considered in the determination of the salary
of the Clerk of the C.unty Court of Lewis County, liissouri.
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CONCILUSION

It is the opinion of this department that the provisions of
Section 2a of House Bill UNo, 867, vnassed by the 63rd General As-
sembly, do not apply to a determination of the salary of the
County Clerk of lewis County, lMissouri.
