This is in answer to your letter of recent date foquas
an official opinion of this department and reading as follow

"Please furnish my offilce at your conven-
ience with an opinion on the following
proposition: i

"Assuming that the municipality of Kansas
City annexes and makes a part of that
municipality a portion of Clay County, and
assuming further that all this 1s in due
form and legal, and assuming further that
afterwards the Kansas City Police Depart-
ment arrest a person in that portion of
Kansas City which 1s ealso a portion of Clay
County and charge him with a vioclation of
an ordinance of Kansas City and the person
18 convicted 1in the police court of sas
City sitting 1n that portion of Kansas City
which 1s in Jackson County, and assuming
further that pursuant to section 6285 R.

S, HMo. 1939 the geraon convicted appeals,
to what Circult bourt may or must the
appeal be taken, the Cireuit Court in
Jackson County, or in Clay County?

"It is my information from the press that
the munlcipality of Kansas City intends

to move into Clay County, January 1, unless
ordered not to by some ruling of the Sumreme
Court, for that reason I would eppreciate
your opinion on this above proposition as
soon as convenlent for the purpese of making
necessary arrangements,"

Section 399 of the Charter of Kansas City provides as
- followsas

"Appeals may be taken from the municipal
court to the circult court of Jackson

County, Missourl, in the manner and upon
the conditions prescribed by ordinance.”

Section 16 4f Article IX of the Constitution of 1875, provided
in part as follows:

"Any clty having a population of more
than one hundred thousand inhabitants
may frame a charter for 1its own govern-
ment, * # # One of such certificates
shall be deposited in the office of the
Secretary of State, and the other, after
being recorded in the office of the re-
corder of deeds for the county in which
such eity lies, shall be deposited among
the archives of such city, and all
courts shall take judicial notice thereof. = # #"

A .simllar provision was adopted as Sectlon 16 of Article IX of
the Constitution on VWovember 2, 1920. A similar provision is
found in Section 19 of Article VI of the Constitution of 1945,
except that such provision applies to any clty having more than
10,000 inhebitants. Section 399 of the Charter of Kansas City,
quoted supra, is not in conflict with the constitution or laws of
the state, and, therefore, such provision governs all appeals from
the municipal court of Kansas City.

CONCLUSION.,

It is the opinion of this depariment that appeals from the
Municipal Court of Kansas City are to the circult court of Jackson
County.
