strucbure is dengerous bo the many smell
children that are frequently playing aréund
and in 1t, The building is not insurad. Who
- has suthority to order the deatruetion of the
.building?“

By the praviaions of Seation 165.2@7, R8Mo. 1949. ‘the govern-
ment and control of a common scéhool district ie vested in its
" boerd of directors snd by the provisions of Section 166,010, RsHo,
1949, tltle to schoelhouse siteg end all other school property is
vested in the school district. The care and keeping of all such
property is in the school board under the provisions of Section
