Dear Secretary Kander:

This opinion letter responds to your request dated July 18, 2013, for our
review under § 116.334, RSMo, of a proposed summary statement prepared for
the petition submitted by Tammy O’Meara regarding a proposed amendment to
Chapter 302, Revised Statutes of Missouri, version 4 (2014-039). The proposed

summary statement is as follows:

Shall Missouri law be amended to prohibit motorcycle
drivers from having a passenger on his or her
motorcycle until the driver is 21 years old and require
such drivers to successfully complete a motorcycle
rider-safety class, unless the driver was born in 1984 or
earlier and has maintained a motorcycle license for at
least the two previous years?

Pursuant to § 116.334, RSMo, we approve the legal content and form of
the proposed statement. Because our review of the statement is mandated by
statute, no action that we take with respect to such review should be construed
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as an endorsement of the petition, nor as the expression of any view regarding
the objectives of its proponents.
